Complain and Remain, Praise and Be Raised

Philippians 2:14 - Do all things without grumbling and faultfinding and complaining (against God) and questioning and doubting (among yourselves).

1 Thessalonians 5:18 – Thank (God) in everything (no matter what the circumstances may be, be thankful and give thanks), for this is the will of God for you (who are) in Christ Jesus (the Revealer and Mediator of that will).

Are you a complainer?  Are you critical?  Are you a faultfinder?

Complaining is like whistling for the devil.  “Here boy!”

The Spirit-Filled Life leaves no place for complaining and faultfinding.  The World will critique our loved ones enough, they don’t need to hear it from us.

What do I complain about?

What do I tend to be critical about?

When things go wrong, do I want to know whose fault it is?

Do I give thanks as often as I should?
