One or two instances where someone rejected you is not cause for a demon hunt.  But if you struggle with feeling rejected, if you can trace back a long line of rejection – let’s clean some closets!

How do we experience rejection (not a complete list!)?  

Attempted Abortion

Adoption

Child Abuse

Divorce of Parents

Sibling Rivalry
School

· Some doors that were opened for a “spirit of rejection” were opened unintentionally.  

· Some were opened by intentional hurts.  

· Whether the root is intentional or not doesn’t matter.  

· We are not controlled any longer by our past.
Forgive. 

Forgive the person who rejected you, whether they did it on purpose or not.  Everyone is seeking fulfillment in some form or another. They look around them for something that they did not find in you and that is not your fault.  What they are looking for is in Christ alone.  Rejection is a natural byproduct of sin.   Your sins have been forgiven you, so you must forgive others.  

Release.

Now release the right to be hurt.  Do not bear the cross of the victim any longer.  Jesus bore your burdens and you insult Him when you insist on carrying them with you.  Today we are looking at what opened the door, we are acknowledging that Jesus did what it takes to shut it and we are shutting the door.  Now, don’t go opening it!  Don’t tell the story over and over (unless God directs you to share it, but remember, we don’t share the trial unless we are going to share how God redeemed it!  That is why it is called a Testimony!).  Don’t use it as an excuse in today’s relationships.  Leave it behind you!  

Accept Acceptance!  Claim it & Proclaim it!
You are totally accepted!  Live like it!  Talk like it!**  

Now, take a look at your kids, your spouse, your friends.  Have you ever in your flesh rejected them?  Pray and ask God if you have opened doors (however inadvertently) in their lives for the enemy to persecute them and give them a spirit of rejection to deal with.  If He shows you anything, go to warfare!  Apologize and seek forgiveness if possible.  Stand in the gap and break the power of the words that you spoke.  Renounce them and speak positive healing words.  God will lead you in individual situations.  

Now let us keep a sensitivity about us in this area.  There are hurting people all around us who do not have victory over rejection, they can be hurt so easily.  Be sensitive to the leading of the Holy Spirit and make sure that you are not adding to the hurts.   

**If you are doing all that you know how, and you still can’t break free, come to talk to Sandy or Kelly or Pastor about praying for deliverance.  Sometimes the enemy has a deep hold on us and we need the support and prayer of others to find freedom!
