You are entering to POSSESS

Possess- to have as one’s property; own; to have as a faculty, quality or attribute; owner, holder, master; to occupy, dominate or control

Relate to life

Relate to spiritual life

God will drive out 7 nations before you


7 – God’s number of perfection


All larger and stronger than you

7:2

God delivers them over to us


We will defeat them


We must destroy them completely



No treaty, no mercy, to intermarriage = no compromise


Why? 



Takes our focus off God



Leads us into idolatry – God’s anger – destruction


What does destruction look like?



Lack of spiritual growth and maturity



Lack of prosperity in any or all realms (physical, mental, financial)



Decline in morals, ethics, values




Individually – families – communities – nations – world

We are set apart (sanctified) / different / holy to God / chosen / loved / 

Treasured possession 

How do you care for a treasured possession?

God is faithful

God is faithful to covenants

We are part of God’s covenant with Abraham (Gen 17)

Because He loves us, keeps His covenants, He redeems us from slavery


What is your slavery?

7:11-12

What is our part?


12 - Pay attention to, be careful to follow them


18 – don’t doubt, don’t fear; remember history


22 – little by little – growth, trust, holiness are all processes


25 - don’t be tempted by it or it will ensnare you


26 – don’t bring a detestable thing into your home (practice, habit)



Utterly abhor and detest it, for it is set apart for destruction = conditioning, complacency, socially acceptable, cultural acceptable
